74t Meeting of Scientific Advisory Board (SAB)

New Delhi: The 74 Meeting of Scientific Advisory Board (SAB), CCRH was held on 26t-28" September 2022
and 7t October 2022 through online mode under the Chairmanship of Prof. (Dr.) Chaturbhuja Nayak. The
meeting was attended by Dr. Sangeeta Duggal, Advisor (Homoeopathy), Dr. N. Radha, Dr. Nandini Sharma,
Dr. M. P. Aryq, Dr. J. D. Daryani, Dr. S. P. Singh, Dr. L. K. Nanda, and Dr. Ashvini Kumar Dwivedi. At the outset
Dr. Subhash Kaushik, Director General, CCRH welcomed the Chairman and all the members. The item
wise follow up agenda of 70%, 71t and 72" meetings of SAB; 171, 18" and 19"" meeting of SCCR, 10t and 11t
meetings of SCDP and 6, 7" and 8" meetings of SCFR was taken up by Dr. Renu Mittal, RO/S-4.

Further, the new agenda consisting of studies on multimorbidity in older adults, alcohol use disorder,
folklore survey, HIV, galactagogue activity of Lactuca virosa, type-2 diabetes, morbidities in tea garden
workers, Cuprum metallicum and Camphora in
childhood diarrhoeaq, prophylactic activity of Arsenic
album, Tuberculinum 200 in prevention of tuberculosis,
Coca in mountain sickness and individualized
homoeopathic medicines in acne vulgaris were
discussed. The studies of Drug Standardization were
deferred for the next SAB meeting. Further, the status of
the Dissertation book, Compendium of Therapeutics,
translation of book by Nilmani Ghatak, Materia Medica
from Hering Guiding Symptoms and Boerick’s Materia
Medica was also discussed.

The meeting concluded with the general
recommendations that internal meetings should be
conducted among staff of headquarters and periphery
to submit the updated agenda notes to SAB members,
and hard copies should be sent to all the members
before conducting the meeting. The Chairman also
appreciated the Council for protocol preparation with
inclusion of valid scales and collaboration with site
investigators.
